COVID-19 Update

You will be aware that an Australian traveller from
Sydney visited Wellington between Saturday June
19 and Monday June 21. They tested positive for
COVID-19 upon their return to Australia.

Case investigation identified a number of locations
of interest in the Wellington region and people who
visited these locations around the same time have
been asked to register with Healthline (0800 358
5453). The Public Health Units and National
Investigation and Tracing Centre (NITC) have been
following up with 2710 contacts who registered to
ensure appropriate isolation and testing guidance is
received and followed.

We are continuing to advise people who live in
Wellington, or who were in the region between
Saturday 19 June and Monday 21 June to check the
locations of interest page here.

Australia New Zealand Quarantine Free Travel
Following an initial pause on all Australia New
Zealand quarantine-free travel, quarantine-free
travel has since resumed from Tasmania, ACT,
Victoria and South Australia. Quarantine-free travel
from New South Wales, Northern Territory,
Queensland and Western Australia currenly
remains paused.

Negative pre-departure tests will be required to
enter New Zealand. Learn more about pre-departure
testing requirements here.

If you have been in Australia recently, we ask that
you please continue to check the locations of
interest page for the states or territories you have
visited. If you have been at a location of interest,
please isolate and call Healthline (0800 358 5453)
for further advice on testing. This is important as
requirements for isolation and testing for New
Zealanders who have been in a location of interest
in Australia may differ to the advice provided on the
Australian states or territories web page.

Notifications normally made through your
primary care operating systems (eg:BPAC) are
still being received. This includes lead notifications,
poisoning from chemical contamination of the
environment and hazardous substances, injuries or
disease. These notifications will reach us via the
usual surveillance system notification process.

All lab results are now electronically
accessible. Pathlab direct laboratory notifications
are working, hospital lab direct laboratory
notifications are not, however, the hospital lab will
continue to notify us directly of any positive results
(communicable disease and lead levels) that
require health protection follow up.

Management pathways, flowcharts and notification
forms for a number of notifiable and communicable
diseases are available here.

Alcohol Involved ED presentations on Crate
Day

‘Crate Day’ is an unofficial event that occurs
annually in New Zealand on the first Saturday of
December. It was started by a group of University
students in 2005 to celebrate the start of Summer
and continues to be a heavily promoted event by
some radio stations. Participants are challenged
with consuming an entire crate of beer in a 24 hour
period. A crate contains 12 large 750ml bottles of
beer (a total of 300g of alcohol if an individual
consumes it all).

The Waikato Public Health Unit Alcohol Team has
been concerned about the degree of alcohol related
harm that occurs as a result of ‘Crate Day’ events.
Our Public Health Advisory and Development team
examined the pattern of alcohol related
presentations to five Waikato DHB Emergency
Departments (Waikato, Tokoroa, Thames, Te kuiti
and Taumarunui) on Crate Day 2019 and 2020.

The findings were:

e There are almost twice as many alcohol related
ED presentations on ‘Crate Day’ than there is on
other Saturdays in December

e On ‘Crate Day’ the busiest time for ED alcohol-
related presentations is between Saturday 7pm
and Sunday 3am

e Alcohol related-harm (measured by
presentation's to ED on ‘Crate Day’)
disproportionately impacts those of Maori
ethnicity, males, those aged between 20 and 34
years of age and those living in areas of high
socioeconomic deprivation

e Those living in areas of low socioeconomic
deprivation did not demonstrate the same trend
of increased alcohol related presentations to ED
on ‘Crate Day’ as those living in moderate to
high areas of socioeconomic deprivation.

The Public Health Unit Alcohol team are concerned
about alcohol related harm within our community
and will utilise these findings to continue advocating
for change that will reduced the negative impacts of
alcohol on our whanau and wider community.
